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1 Introduction

Please use this template to submit your camera-ready manuscript to eJHI. Please also add the author names and manuscript title to the document properties.
There is no explicit page or word limit for papers in eJHI – a length appropriate to communicate the key ideas/concepts in a concise, clear and well written manner should be the general aim of any paper published in eJHI. As a guideline, we would not usually expect a necessity for a paper to be longer than about 5000-10000 words in total (including title, abstract, references, etc.).
The introduction should introduce your objectives as well as the motivation for this research etc. It is very important that the aim of your paper is clear. The journal editor will immediately return papers without peer-review if they do not pass the following essential 'gate criteria':

· Relevance to the journal's audience

· Originality of the content of the submission (i.e. that the paper adds something detectable to the state of knowledge)

· Clarity: The paper makes it clear just what its contribution to the state of knowledge is and places its contribution in an appropriate context and framework.

· Organisation: The presence of at least the key sections (e.g. no discussion at all about what this approach adds and how it relates to other approaches; none or insufficient references, ...)

· Language: Written in reasonably good English

· Scientific conduct: Exemplary scientific conduct regarding submission of manuscripts to biomedical informatics journals, such as no concurrent duplicate submissions to several jpournals, no serial unchanged or minimally changed submissions, no plagiarism and self-plagiarism, disclosure of any conflicts of interest. For details, please see [1].

Also all papers need to be formatted using this template and the referencing style needs to follow the examples in this template. Infringing papers cannot be accepted for peer-review because we aim to keep this journal free for both readers and writers. Thus, authors are required to submit a camera-ready manuscript.

 All Sections of the paper should be formatted accordingly:

· The Title in “Title eJHI” style

· The Authors in Authors style Only add your firstname, middlename initials and lastname here. Do NOT add qualifications, etc. Qualifications can be added in the correspondence section at the end.
· The Authors' Affiliations in Affiliation style. Please add the following information here (as applicable): organisational unit, organisation, City [without postcode], state, country 
· The Abstract in Abstract style
· The Keywords in Keywords eJHI style
· The first Heading in Heading 1 eJHI style

· The second Heading in Heading 2 eJHI style

· If necessary, the Heading 3 style can be used for the third heading, further headings should be avoided.

· Normal text (body) will use the Normal style

· Acknowledgements, Conflict of Interest, References, Correspondence – Headings are formatted in HeadingWithoutNumbering style.

· References are formatted in References style

· Lists like this one in Bulleted style
Usually the main sections of a paper submitted to eJHI should be 

· Introduction

· Methods (or Material and Methods)

· Results

· Discussion

· Conclusion
These are followed by 

· Acknowledgements (optional)

· Conflict of Interest (optional)

· References

· Correspondence

2 Methods

Methods (and Materials). Should describe and justify the approach taken and demonstrate rigor.

3 Results

Describe relevant  results (for the aim of the paper as stated in the introduction) as fully as possible.

Present results. You can add Figures and Tables. Please do not use any a category other than Figure and Table (e.g. do not use: Box, Drawing or Illustration). 

Each Figure or Table should have a caption under the figure or table as in the examples below. The caption should concisely describe the figure/table and must be used in this text, e.g. Figure 1 presents the current logo of this journal. Figures must be in sufficiently good quality! 

If the space of one column is sufficient for your figure, you can just add the Figure inline. Otherwise please make sure the Figure appropriately stretches across both columns by using a textbox or a continous section break.

For your convenience, Endnote styles have been created that authors are encouraged to use to ensure consistent referencing:

When using these styles please ensure that acronyms like DNA and names like Jan H. van Bemmel are written correctly. You can achieve this for example by adding these words to the ‘Do-Not-Change-Case’ List of Endnote available via Edit/Preferences/Change Case in Endnote.
Please note the following:

· We always - as NLM now as well - list ALL authors of a paper (never use “et al.”).

· In contrast to NLM, we use the full journal name, not any abbreviation: For example use Methods of Information in Medicine instead of Methods Inf Med.

· Strictly use <Lastname> <Initials> for listing authors: for example Hovenga EJS. 
DO NOT USE any other way of listing authors, e.g. DO NOT USE: E.J.S Hovenga or Hovenga, E.J.S.
· In the text, number the references consecutively in the order in which they first appear, using Arabic numerals e.g. [1], or [2-5]. If using citations in footnotes, please include the full reference in the footnote.

· If you are using a reference manager such as Endnote, please make sure that you are only submitting plain text references, which can be read without having access to the reference manager you are using.
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Abstract


The abstract concisely covers the objectives, methods, results, discussion and conclusion of the paper.  A structured abstract with these headings is preferred. The abstract should not exceed 250 words.








��Please note the title is in title case.





I.e. nouns, pronouns, verbs, adverbs and adjectives should start with an upper case letter, but not articles, conjunctions or prepositions





The same applies to all headings and subheadings


�Please only list firstname, middle name (initials) as applicable and lastname here. 





Titles, qualifications, etc. can be listed as part of the Correspondence section at the end.


��Please list your Organisation, City, State (if applicable), Country.





Do not list streets, zip codes, etc. here





�Here up to 6 keywords - from MeSH where possible - should be listed in Title Case and separated by ‘;’ e.g. Health Data Mining; Electronic Health Records; Privacy; Computerised Medical Record Systems





�List any conflicts of interest you may have here.


�Do not forget to list the details of the corresponding author, or all authors if you like.here.
